New light on the Lady Chapel windows

The three magnificent windows, installed in 1904, were the gift of Robe
Smith. They were made in the prestigious stajlzas workshops of James Pow
Sons of Whitefriars, London. The studio boasted many eminent designers,
Edward Burndones (one of the partners of Morris & Company) and was not
using a large number of distinguished freelance artists.
Recent research has revealed that the Cathedral windows, formerly a
to Morris & Co. were designed by John William Brown (184828).
