Oakley, said that “the whole scriptural exercise
is that of trying to read the love between the
lines”. It is helpful to remember this when we
are faced with difficult scripture readings.
Perhaps we might let the beautiful words of
Psalm 139 ring in our ears as we hear Jesus
speaking in the challenging way that he does in
this morning’s reading from the gospel
according to Saint Luke. In this way we might
remember that Jesus came to shine a light into
God’s love for us, that Jesus came to give us
freedom and life, as we wonder how his
challenging words give us insight into the way
into that freedom and life.

May we, this morning, hear in words and music,
and know in the sacraments of confession and
Holy Communion the “love between the lines”,
the great love of God for each one of us and all
creation.
