Today’s Gospel passage of Jesus cleansing the
temple is always a challenge to a large,
beautiful Cathedral which is used for many
different purposes. How do we keep the holy
and sacred while using it well, both for worship
and concerts, exhibitions and so on? One of the
things that keeps it holy is to encourage people
to pray - and for that we need a ready source of
Welcomers to keep the doors open. Cathedrals
have always been meeting places - not just for
the super religious, but for the community at
large. A good example of this is this week’s
Commonwealth Day Service - a multi-faith
venture open to all.

Welcome to you as we come together today to
worship and pray.

Almighty God, unto whom all hearts be open, all desires known, and from whom
no secrets are hid: Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of thy Holy
Spirit, that we may perfectly love thee, and worthily magnify thy holy name;
through Christ our Lord. Amen.

Our Lord Jesus Christ said:

Hear O Israel, The Lord our God is one Lord; and thou shalt love the Lord thy God
with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy
strength.

This is the first commandment. And the second is like, namely this: Thou shalt love
thy neighbour as thyself.

There is none other commandment greater than these. On these two commandments
hang all the Law and the Prophets.

Lord, have mercy upon us, and incline our hearts to keep this law.
The Lord be with you. And with thy spirit.

The Collect for the Third Sunday in Lent
Lord our God, by your Holy Spirit write your commandments upon our hearts and
grant us the wisdom and power of the cross, so that, cleansed from greed and

selfishness, we may become a living temple of your love; through Jesus Christ our
Lord. Amen.

The Collect for Ash Wednesday
Almighty and everlasting God, you hate nothing that you have made, and you
forgive the sins of all who are penitent: create and make in us new and contrite
hearts, that we, worthily lamenting our sins, and acknowledging our wretchedness,
may obtain of you, the God of all mercy, perfect remission and forgiveness; through
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Please sit for the first reading: Exodus 20:1-17 (read by Joanna Goldsworthy)
Then God spoke all these words: 21 am the Lord your God, who brought you out of
the land of Egypt, out of the house of slavery; 3 you shall have no other gods before
me. * You shall not make for yourself an idol, whether in the form of anything that is
in heaven above, or that is on the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the
earth. > You shall not bow down to them or worship them; for I the Lord your God
am a jealous God, punishing children for the iniquity of parents, to the third and the
fourth generation of those who reject me, ¢ but showing steadfast love to the
thousandth generation of those who love me and keep my commandments. 7 You
shall not make wrongful use of the name of the Lord your God, for the Lord will not
acquit anyone who misuses his name.




8 Remember the sabbath day, and keep it holy. ? For six days you shall labour and do
all your work. 10 But the seventh day is a sabbath to the Lord your God; you shall
not do any work —you, your son or your daughter, your male or female slave, your
livestock, or the alien resident in your towns. 1! For in six days the Lord made
heaven and earth, the sea, and all that is in them, but rested the seventh day;
therefore the Lord blessed the sabbath day and consecrated it.

1® You shall not bear false witness against
your neighbour. 7 You shall not covet your neighbour’s house; you shall not covet
your neighbour’s wife, or male or female slave, or ox, or donkey, or anything that
belongs to your neighbour.

The heavens declare the glory of God:

There he has pitched a tent for the sun:
which comes out as a bridegroom from his chamber,
and rejoices like a strong man to run his course.

Second reading: 1 Corinthians 1:18-25 (read by Elspeth Harley)
For the message about the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us
who are being saved it is the power of God. 1° For it is written,

‘I will destroy the wisdom of the wise,
and the discernment of the discerning I will thwart.’

20 Where is the one who is wise? Where is the scribe? Where is the debater of this
age? Has not God made foolish the wisdom of the world? 2! For since, in the wisdom
of God, the world did not know God through wisdom, God decided, through the
foolishness of our proclamation, to save those who believe. 22 For Jews demand signs
and Greeks desire wisdom, 2 but we proclaim Christ crucified, a stumbling-block to
Jews and foolishness to Gentiles, 2 but to those who are the called, both Jews and
Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God. 2> For God’s foolishness is
wiser than human wisdom, and God’s weakness is stronger than human strength.

The Lord be with you

The Holy Gospel is written in the 2nd Chapter of the Gospel according to John,
beginning at the 13th verse
Glory be to thee, O Lord

The Passover of the Jews was near, and Jesus went up to Jerusalem. * In the temple
he found people selling cattle, sheep, and doves, and the money-changers seated at
their tables. 1> Making a whip of cords, he drove all of them out of the temple, both
the sheep and the cattle. He also poured out the coins of the money-changers and
overturned their tables. 1® He told those who were selling the doves, “Take these
things out of here! Stop making my Father’s house a market-place!” 17 His disciples
remembered that it was written, ‘Zeal for your house will consume me.” 18 The Jews
then said to him, “What sign can you show us for doing this?” 1 Jesus answered
them, ‘Destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise it up.” 2 The Jews then
said, “This temple has been under construction for forty-six years, and will you
raise it up in three days?” 2! But he was speaking of the temple of his body. 22 After
he was raised from the dead, his disciples remembered that he had said this; and
they believed the scripture and the word that Jesus had spoken.

We also bless your holy name for all your servants who have died in the faith of
Christ. Give us grace to follow their good examples, that with them we may be
partakers of your heavenly kingdom.

Grant this, Father, for Jesus Christ’s sake, our only mediator and advocate. Amen.

We do earnestly repent, And are heartily sorry for these our
misdoings; The remembrance of them is grievous unto us; The burden of them is
intolerable. Have mercy upon us, Have mercy upon us, most merciful Father;
For thy Son our Lord Jesus Christ's sake, Forgive us all that is past; And grant
that we may ever hereafter Serve and please thee In newness of life, To the
honour and glory of thy Name; Through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

The Absolution

forgiveness of sins to all them that with hearty repentance and true faith turn unto
him; Have mercy upon you; pardon and deliver you from all your sins; confirm
and strengthen you in all goodness; and bring you to everlasting life; through Jesus
Christ our Lord.

All glory be to thee, Almighty God, our heavenly Father, for that thou of thy tender
mercy didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer death upon the Cross for our
redemption; who made there (by his one oblation of himself once offered) a full,
perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction for the sins of the whole
world; and did institute, and in his Holy Gospel command us to continue, a
perpetual memory of that his precious death, until his coming again:

Hear us, O merciful Father, we most humbly beseech thee, and with thy Holy and
Life-giving Spirit vouchsafe to bless and sanctify both us and these thy gifts of
Bread and Wine, that they may be unto us the Body and Blood of thy Son, our
Saviour, Jesus Christ, to the end that we, receiving the same, may be strengthened
both in body and soul.

Who, in the same night that he was betrayed, took Bread; and when he had given
thanks, he brake it, and gave it to his disciples, saying,

Take, eat, this is my body which is given for you: do this in remembrance of me.

Likewise after supper he took the Cup; and, when he had given thanks, he gave it
to them, saying,

Drink ye all of this, for this is my blood of the new covenant, which is shed for you
and for many for the remission of sins: do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in
remembrance of me.

The Prayer of Oblation
Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, we thy humble servants, having in
remembrance the precious death and passion of thy dear Son, his mighty
resurrection and glorious ascension, according to his holy institution, entirely
desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise and
thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant, that by the merits and death
of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we and all thy whole
Church may obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion.

And here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, ourselves, our souls and bodies,
to be a reasonable, holy, and lively sacrifice unto thee; humbly beseeching thee,
that all we, who are partakers of this Holy Communion, may be fulfilled with thy
grace and heavenly benediction.

And although we be unworthy, through our manifold sins, to offer unto thee any
sacrifice, yet we beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and service; not
weighing our merits, but pardoning our offences,

Through Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom, and with whom, in the unity of the Holy
Ghost, all honour and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without end.
Amen.
