Welcome: In the gospel according to St John we 
are taught that love must be our definitive driver, 
and that we are to always seek to determine that 
which is true and that which is false and deceitful. 
We are to reach out in love for God, and for the 
people around us. John is careful to acknowledge 
the teaching of our Lord which states that in God 
we will find truth and come to understand that 
God is Love.  

To explore the love of God we can think of the 
Trinity of God, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. Even 
though this is one of the most perplexing 
mysteries of our faith, we know that the bond that 
holds the Trinity together as one unit is 
undoubtedly pure, unadulterated, beautiful, 
inspiring, and precious, Love. Love is God and 
God is love.  And because God is identified as 
love we know that we are assured of God’s love 
for us, and God’s love for every person on the 
planet; indeed, his love for the planet itself. And 
we are called to share that love in our families and 
within our communities.  

Sadly, there will be many times where we will be 
challenged by the standards of the world and we 
will ask ourselves over, and over again, “What is 
truth?” The only way to find the answer to this is 
to accept that God’s love is all embracing and that 
no one person is abandoned. We may reject God, 
but God will never abandon us. This is truth!

The Collect

Please sit for the first reading: Acts 10:44-48 (read by Daryl Farnham) 
While Peter was still speaking, the Holy Spirit fell upon all who heard the word. The 
circumcised believers who had come with Peter were astounded that the gift of the 
Holy Spirit had been poured out even on the Gentiles, for they heard them speaking 
in tongues and extolling God. Then Peter said, ‘Can anyone withhold the water for 
baptizing these people who have received the Holy Spirit just as we have?’  So he 
ordered them to be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ. Then they invited him to 
stay for several days. 

Hear the word of the Lord, thanks be to God. 

Psalm 98 
O sing to the Lord a new song: for he has done marvellous things; 
His right hand and his holy arm: they have got him the victory. 
The Lord has made known his salvation: 
 he has revealed his just deliverance in the sight of the nations. 
He has remembered his mercy and faithfulness towards the house of Israel: 
 and all the ends of the earth have seen the salvation of our God. 
Shout with joy to the Lord, all the earth: break into singing and make melody.

Let the sea roar, and all that fills it: the good earth and those who live upon it. 
Let the rivers clap their hands: 
 and let the mountains ring out together before the Lord; 
For he comes to judge the earth: 
 he shall judge the world with righteousness, and the peoples with equity. 

Second reading: 1 John 5:1-12 (read by Alyson Morrison) 
Everyone who believes that Jesus is the Christ has been born of God, and everyone 
who loves the parent loves the child. By this we know that we love the children of 
God, when we love God and obey his commandments. For the love of God is this, 
that we obey his commandments. And his commandments are not burdensome, for 
whatever is born of God conquers the world. And this is the victory that conquers 
the world, our faith.  Who is it that conquers the world but the one who believes that 
Jesus is the Son of God?  This is the one who came by water and blood, Jesus Christ, 
not with the water only but with the water and the blood. And the Spirit is the one 
that testifies, for the Spirit is the truth.  There are three that testify:  the Spirit and the 
water and the blood, and these three agree.  If we receive human testimony, the 
testimony of God is greater; for this is the testimony of God that he has testified to 
his Son.  Those who believe in the Son of God have the testimony in their hearts. 
Those who do not believe in God have made him a liar by not believing in the 
testimony that God has given concerning his Son.  And this is the testimony: God 
gave us eternal life, and this life is in his Son.  Whoever has the Son has life; whoever 
does not have the Son of God does not have life. 

Hear the word of the Lord, thanks be to God.

The Holy Gospel is written in the 15th Chapter of the Gospel according to John, 
beginning at the 9th verse 
Glory be to thee, O Lord 

Jesus said: As the Father has loved me, so I have loved you; abide in my love.  If you 
keep my commandments, you will abide in my love, just as I have kept my Father’s 
commandments and abide in his love.  I have said these things to you so that my joy 
may be in you, and that your joy may be complete.   

‘This is my commandment, that you love one another as I have loved you.  No one 
has greater love than this, to lay down one’s life for one’s friends.  You are my 
friends if you do what I command you. I do not call you servants any longer, 
because the servant does not know what the master is doing; but I have called you 
friends, because I have made known to you everything that I have heard from my 
Father.   
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You did not choose me but I chose you. And I appointed you to go and bear fruit, 
fruit that will last, so that the Father will give you whatever you ask him in my 
name.  I am giving you these commands so that you may love one another.

Drink ye all of this, for this is my blood of the new covenant, which is shed for you 
and for many for the remission of sins: do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in 
remembrance of me.

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, we thy humble servants, having in 
remembrance the precious death and passion of thy dear Son, his mighty 
resurrection and glorious ascension, according to his holy institution, entirely 
desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise and 
thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant, that by the merits and death 
of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we and all thy whole 
Church may obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion.

Ghost, all honour and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without end.

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The Ascension 
Thursday is the Feast day of The Ascension of our Lord Jesus Christ and it marks forty 
days since the celebration of Easter. The Ascension is an important and noted date in 
our church calendar and in many circles is recognised as a Holy Day of Obligation. On 
the feast day of the Ascension we stand with the disciples and we are filled with awe as 
our Lord ascends into heaven. There are many images of the Ascension and all of them 
portray the bodily Ascension of our Lord. 
We can be confused by the scriptural 
examples of the many people who failed to 
recognise the resurrected Christ. We recall 
Mary Magdalene, the disciples on the road to 
Emmaus, the disciples in the upper room, 
and no doubt many others who failed to 
recognise Jesus as he appeared among them 
over the forty days between Resurrection and Ascension. It seems to me that the 
ascension of Jesus is another mystery of our faith that we sometimes try to reduce to the 
capacity of our western, rational mind. It is enough that Jesus died to this life, was 
raised from the dead, appeared to his disciples, and then Ascended into Heaven. We do 
not need to rationalise this miracle; we only need to accept it and believe that our Lord 
will fulfil his promise of eternal life for each one of us.
