Welcome: In the readings today, we are 
encouraged to put aside the temporary stuff of 
this life and to concentrate on the glory and the 
permanence of our Lord Jesus Christ. Jesus is 
the Son of God. He is the High Priest. He is the 
ultimate sacrifice. He is our life and our 
salvation. There is nothing more required to 
live a complete and holy life. 

During our lives we are encouraged to gather 
clutter and store it. We use clutter to gather 
dust in our homes. We use it to show that we 
are rich. We use the gathered refuse of life to 
somehow bring us personal pride and comfort. 
The question that emerges from under the 
latest pile of stuff is this, “Do we really need 
this to be happy and fulfilled?”  

Surely the greatest gift of all is the one that 
cannot be seen. The greatest gift of all cannot 
be stored under the bed in the scary room at 
the end of the passage. The greatest gift of all is 
that of love. It is the love that our God freely 
showers on us, and it is this same gift of love 
that we share with others.  

Love does not need clutter and things. Love is 
shared and felt, not gathered, and stored. Love 
is that free flowing element that makes this life 
worthwhile, and the next life a treasure to be 
enjoyed.

Let us pray. 
Almighty God, unto whom all hearts be open, all desires known, and from whom 
no secrets are hid: Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of thy Holy 
Spirit, that we may perfectly love thee, and worthily magnify thy holy name; 
through Christ our Lord. Amen. 

Our Lord Jesus Christ said:  
Hear O Israel, The Lord our God is one Lord; and thou shalt love the Lord thy God with 
all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength.  

This is the first commandment. And the second is like, namely this: Thou shalt love 
thy neighbour as thyself.  

There is none other commandment greater than these. On these two commandments 
hang all the Law and the Prophets.  

Lord, have mercy upon us, and incline our hearts to keep this law. 

The Lord be with you. And with thy spirit.

God, in glory everlasting.  Amen. 
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Please sit for the first reading: Job 42:1-6, 10-17 (read by Daryl Farnham) 
Then Job answered the Lord: 
‘I know that you can do all things, 
   and that no purpose of yours can be thwarted. 
“Who is this that hides counsel without knowledge?” 
Therefore I have uttered what I did not understand, 
   things too wonderful for me, which I did not know. 
“Hear, and I will speak; 
   I will question you, and you declare to me.” 
I had heard of you by the hearing of the ear, 
   but now my eye sees you; 
therefore I despise myself, 
   and repent in dust and ashes.’ 

And the Lord restored the fortunes of Job when he had prayed for his friends; and 
the Lord gave Job twice as much as he had before.  Then there came to him all his 
brothers and sisters and all who had known him before, and they ate bread with 
him in his house; they showed him sympathy and comforted him for all the evil that 
the Lord had brought upon him; and each of them gave him a piece of money and a 
gold ring.  The Lord blessed the latter days of Job more than his beginning; and he 
had fourteen thousand sheep, six thousand camels, a thousand yoke of oxen, and a 
thousand donkeys.  He also had seven sons and three daughters.  He named the first 
Jemimah, the second Keziah, and the third Keren-happuch.  In all the land there 
were no women so beautiful as Job’s daughters; and their father gave them an 
inheritance along with their brothers.  After this Job lived for one hundred and forty 
years, and saw his children, and his children’s children, four generations.  And Job 
died, old and full of days. 

Hear the word of the Lord, thanks be to God. 

Psalm 34:1-8 
I will bless the Lord continually: his praise shall be always in my mouth. 
Let my soul boast of the Lord: the humble shall hear it and rejoice. 
O praise the Lord with me: let us exalt his name together. 
For I sought the Lord’s help and he answered: and he freed me from all my fears. 
Look towards him and be bright with joy: your faces shall not be ashamed. 
Here is a wretch who cried, and the Lord heard me:   

and saved me from all my troubles. 
The angel of the Lord encamps round those who fear him:   

and delivers them in their need. 
O taste and see that the Lord is good: happy are they that hide in him! 
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Second reading: Hebrews 7:21-28 (read by Joanna Goldsworthy) 
This one became a priest with an oath, because of the one who said to him,  
‘The Lord has sworn and will not change his mind, “You are a priest for ever”’— 
accordingly Jesus has also become the guarantee of a better covenant. 

Furthermore, the former priests were many in number, because they were prevented 
by death from continuing in office; but he holds his priesthood permanently, 
because he continues for ever.  Consequently he is able for all time to save those 
who approach God through him, since he always lives to make intercession for 
them. 

For it was fitting that we should have such a high priest, holy, blameless, undefiled, 
separated from sinners, and exalted above the heavens.  Unlike the other high 
priests, he has no need to offer sacrifices day after day, first for his own sins, and 
then for those of the people; this he did once for all when he offered himself.  For the 
law appoints as high priests those who are subject to weakness, but the word of the 
oath, which came later than the law, appoints a Son who has been made perfect for 
ever.

The Holy Gospel is written in the 10th Chapter of the Gospel according to Mark, 
beginning at the 46th verse 
Glory be to thee, O Lord 

They came to Jericho. As he and his disciples and a large crowd were leaving 
Jericho, Bartimaeus son of Timaeus, a blind beggar, was sitting by the roadside. 
When he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to shout out and say, ‘Jesus, 
Son of David, have mercy on me!’ Many sternly ordered him to be quiet, but he 
cried out even more loudly, ‘Son of David, have mercy on me!’ Jesus stood still and 
said, ‘Call him here.’ And they called the blind man, saying to him, ‘Take heart; get 
up, he is calling you.’ So throwing off his cloak, he sprang up and came to Jesus. 
Then Jesus said to him, ‘What do you want me to do for you?’ The blind man said to 
him, ‘My teacher, let me see again.’ Jesus said to him, ‘Go; your faith has made you 
well.’ Immediately he regained his sight and followed him on the way. 

This is the Gospel of the Lord, Praise be to thee, O Christ.

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Who for us, and for our salvation came down from heaven, And was incarnate by 
the Holy Ghost of the Virgin Mary, And was made man, And was crucified also 
for us under Pontius Pilate.  He suffered death and was buried, And the third 
day he rose again according to the Scriptures, And ascended into heaven, And 
sitteth on the right hand of the Father.  And he shall come again with glory to 
judge both the quick and the dead: Whose kingdom shall have no end.  And I 
believe in the Holy Ghost, The Lord and giver of life, Who proceedeth from the 
Father and the Son, Who with the Father and the Son together is worshipped and 
glorified, Who spake by the Prophets.  And I believe One Holy Catholick and 
Apostolick Church.  I acknowledge one Baptism for the remission of sins. And I 
look for the Resurrection of the dead, And the Life of the world to come. Amen.

We ask you of your goodness, Lord, to comfort and sustain all who in this 
transitory life are in trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any other adversity. 

We also bless your holy name for all your servants who have died in the faith of 
Christ. Give us grace to follow their good examples, that with them we may be 
partakers of your heavenly kingdom. 

Grant this, Father, for Jesus Christ’s sake, our only mediator and advocate. Amen. 

The Priest then turns to the people and says: 

Ye that do truly and earnestly repent you of your sins, and are in love and charity 
with your neighbours, and intend to lead a new life, following the commandments 
of God, and walking from henceforth in his holy ways; Draw near with faith, and 
take this Holy Sacrament to your comfort; and make your humble confession to 
Almighty God, meekly kneeling upon your knees. 

The General Confession

We acknowledge and bewail our manifold sins and wickedness, Which we from 
time to time most grievously have committed, By thought, word, and deed, 
Against thy Divine Majesty, Provoking most justly thy wrath and indignation 
against us.  We do earnestly repent, And are heartily sorry for these our 
misdoings; The remembrance of them is grievous unto us; The burden of them is 
intolerable.  Have mercy upon us, Have mercy upon us, most merciful Father; 
For thy Son our Lord Jesus Christ's sake, Forgive us all that is past; And grant 
that we may ever hereafter Serve and please thee In newness of life, To the 
honour and glory of thy Name; Through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Amen.

world; and did institute, and in his Holy Gospel command us to continue, a 
perpetual memory of that his precious death, until his coming again: 

Hear us, O merciful Father, we most humbly beseech thee, and with thy Holy and 
Life-giving Spirit vouchsafe to bless and sanctify both us and these thy gifts of 
Bread and Wine, that they may be unto us the Body and Blood of thy Son, our 
Saviour, Jesus Christ, to the end that we, receiving the same, may be strengthened 
both in body and soul. 

Who, in the same night that he was betrayed, took Bread; and when he had given 
thanks, he brake it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, 

Take, eat, this is my body which is given for you: do this in remembrance of me. 
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Likewise after supper he took the Cup; and, when he had given thanks, he gave it 
to them, saying, 

Drink ye all of this, for this is my blood of the new covenant, which is shed for you 
and for many for the remission of sins: do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in 
remembrance of me. 

The Prayer of Oblation  
Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, we thy humble servants, having in 
remembrance the precious death and passion of thy dear Son, his mighty 
resurrection and glorious ascension, according to his holy institution, entirely 
desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise and 
thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant, that by the merits and death 
of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we and all thy whole 
Church may obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion.  

And here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, ourselves, our souls and bodies, 
to be a reasonable, holy, and lively sacrifice unto thee; humbly beseeching thee, 
that all we, who are partakers of this Holy Communion, may be fulfilled with thy 
grace and heavenly benediction.  

And although we be unworthy, through our manifold sins, to offer unto thee any 
sacrifice, yet we beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and service; not 
weighing our merits, but pardoning our offences,  

Through Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom, and with whom, in the unity of the Holy 
Ghost, all honour and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without end. 
Amen.
