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A note on the wearing of face masks: Under current COVID restrictions, masks 
are mandatory in all indoor public places, including all places of worship.  If you 
can wear a mask, you must wear a mask. 

SA Health advises that there are circumstances where it might not be possible to 
wear a face mask, including where a person may have obstructed breathing, a 
serious skin condition of the face, an intellectual disability, or a mental health 
condition.  Masks are also not required where “the nature of the work or education 
means that clear enunciation (ie speech) or visibility of their mouth is essential. 
This includes teachers, lecturers, broadcasters or call centre staff.”  

When a person is consuming food, drink or medicine, their mask may be removed.
