Luke’s beatitudes and woes are
not to be interpreted as a type of endorsement
of suffering and persecution for the sake of a
heavenly pie in the sky reward in the eternal
hereafter, or simply understood as general
ethical prescriptions or impossible spiritualised
mandates. Rather, they should be looked upon
as a direct pressing challenge for the disciples
and all followers of Jesus who can hear these
words to reorient relationship and reverse
social, economic, and political injustices so that
they gain right standing in the eyes of God.

Second reading: 1 Corinthians 15.12-20 (read by Stephen Hayter)
Now if Christ is proclaimed as raised from the dead, how can some of you say there
is no resurrection of the dead? If there is no resurrection of the dead, then Christ has
not been raised; and if Christ has not been raised, then our proclamation has been in
vain and your faith has been in vain. We are even found to be misrepresenting God,
because we testified of God that he raised Christ —whom he did not raise if it is true
that the dead are not raised. For if the dead are not raised, then Christ has not been
raised. If Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile and you are still in your sins.
Then those also who have died in Christ have perished. If for this life only we have
hoped in Christ, we are of all people most to be pitied. But in fact Christ has been
raised from the dead, the first fruits of those who have died.

And here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, ourselves, our souls and bodies,
to be a reasonable, holy, and lively sacrifice unto thee; humbly beseeching thee,
that all we, who are partakers of this Holy Communion, may be fulfilled with thy
grace and heavenly benediction.

And although we be unworthy, through our manifold sins, to offer unto thee any
sacrifice, yet we beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and service; not
weighing our merits, but pardoning our offences,

Through Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom, and with whom, in the unity of the Holy
Ghost, all honour and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without end.
Amen.
