Welcome:  

But while he was still far off, his father saw him 
and was filled with compassion; he ran and put his 
arms around him and kissed him. (Luke 15: 21) 
There is a marvellous book by the late Henri 
Nouwen called ‘The Return of the prodigal Son: A 
Story of Homecoming’.  It is a very personal book 
dealing with the theme of reconciliation.  It is 
essentially a book about Nouwen’s reconciliation 
with God, his life, and ministry, and, ultimately, 
with himself.  It is a personal and moving story set 
around the painting of the same name by 
Rembrandt.  Canon Jenny has a reproduction of the 
painting in her study.  The painting is, of course, 
based on the parable of the Prodigal Son; today’s 
Gospel reading. 
Reconciliation is the theme we have been exploring 
at our Lent Evensong sermon series.  When we hear 
the word reconciliation, we often think of 
reconciliation in Australia between First Nations 
and other Australians.  Reconciliation has to do 
with this, of course, but it also has a broader 
application: reconciling with God, ourselves, and 
each other.  It is at the heart of the Gospel and the 
Christian life.  It is a homecoming where we find 
ourselves to be loved, embraced, forgiven, and 
accepted.  
For whatever reason you come to the Cathedral 
today, know that are you are most welcome, and I 
trust today you experience the depths of God’s 
reconciling love for you.

God of compassion,  
you are slow to anger, and full of mercy, 
welcoming sinners who return to you with penitent hearts: 
receive in your loving embrace all who come home to you, 
and seat them at your bountiful table, that, with all your children, 
they may feast with delight on all that satisfies the hungry heart. 
We ask this in the name of Jesus Christ our Saviour, 
who lives and reigns with you in the unity of the Holy Spirit, 
one God, for ever and ever.  Amen. 
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The Collect for Ash Wednesday 
Almighty and everlasting God, you hate nothing that you have made, and you 
forgive the sins of all who are penitent: create and make in us new and contrite 
hearts, that we, worthily lamenting our sins, and acknowledging our wretchedness, 
may obtain of you, the God of all mercy, perfect remission and forgiveness; through 
Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

First reading: Joshua 5:2-12 (read by David Docwra) 
At that time the Lord said to Joshua, ‘Make flint knives and circumcise the Israelites 
a second time.’  So Joshua made flint knives, and circumcised the Israelites at 
Gibeath-haaraloth.  This is the reason why Joshua circumcised them: all the males of 
the people who came out of Egypt, all the warriors, had died during the journey 
through the wilderness after they had come out of Egypt.  Although all the people 
who came out had been circumcised, yet all the people born on the journey through 
the wilderness after they had come out of Egypt had not been circumcised.  For the 
Israelites travelled for forty years in the wilderness, until all the nation, the warriors 
who came out of Egypt, perished, not having listened to the voice of the Lord.  To 
them the Lord swore that he would not let them see the land that he had sworn to 
their ancestors to give us, a land flowing with milk and honey.  So it was their 
children, whom he raised up in their place, that Joshua circumcised; for they were 
uncircumcised, because they had not been circumcised on the way.  When the 
circumcising of all the nation was done, they remained in their places in the camp 
until they were healed.  The Lord said to Joshua, ‘Today I have rolled away from 
you the disgrace of Egypt.’ And so that place is called Gilgal to this day.  While the 
Israelites were encamped in Gilgal they kept the passover in the evening on the 
fourteenth day of the month in the plains of Jericho.  On the day after the passover, 
on that very day, they ate the produce of the land, unleavened cakes and parched 
grain.  The manna ceased on the day they ate the produce of the land, and the 
Israelites no longer had manna; they ate the crops of the land of Canaan that year. 

Hear the word of the Lord, thanks be to God. 

Psalm 32 
Blessed are those whose sin is forgiven: whose iniquity is put away. 
Blessed are those to whom the Lord imputes no blame: 
   and in whose spirit there is no guile. 
For whilst I held my tongue: my bones wasted away with my daily complaining. 
Your hand was heavy upon me day and night: 
   and my moisture was dried up like a drought in summer. 
Then I acknowledged my sin to you: and my iniquity I did not hide;

Rejoice in the Lord, you righteous, and be glad: 
   and shout for joy, all you that are true of heart. 

Second reading: 2 Corinthians 5:16-21 (read by Stephen Hayter) 
From now on, therefore, we regard no one from a human point of view; even 
though we once knew Christ from a human point of view, we know him no longer 
in that way.  So if anyone is in Christ, there is a new creation: everything old has 
passed away; see, everything has become new!  All this is from God, who reconciled 
us to himself through Christ, and has given us the ministry of reconciliation; that is, 
in Christ God was reconciling the world to himself, not counting their trespasses 
against them, and entrusting the message of reconciliation to us.  So we are 
ambassadors for Christ, since God is making his appeal through us; we entreat you 
on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God.  For our sake he made him to be sin who 
knew no sin, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God. 

Hear the word of the Lord, thanks be to God.

The Holy Gospel is written in the 15th Chapter of the Gospel according to Luke, 
beginning at the 11th verse

Then Jesus said, ‘There was a man who had two sons.  The younger of them said to 
his father, “Father, give me the share of the property that will belong to me.”  So he 
divided his property between them.  A few days later the younger son gathered all 
he had and travelled to a distant country, and there he squandered his property in 
dissolute living.  When he had spent everything, a severe famine took place 
throughout that country, and he began to be in need.  So he went and hired himself 
out to one of the citizens of that country, who sent him to his fields to feed the pigs.  
He would gladly have filled himself with the pods that the pigs were eating; and no 
one gave him anything.  But when he came to himself he said, “How many of my 
father’s hired hands have bread enough and to spare, but here I am dying of hunger!  
I will get up and go to my father, and I will say to him, ‘Father, I have sinned against 
heaven and before you;  I am no longer worthy to be called your son; treat me like 
one of your hired hands.’ ”  So he set off and went to his father.  
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But while he was still far off, his father saw him and was filled with compassion; he 
ran and put his arms around him and kissed him.  Then the son said to him, “Father, 
I have sinned against heaven and before you; I am no longer worthy to be called 
your son.”  But the father said to his slaves, “Quickly, bring out a robe—the best 
one—and put it on him; put a ring on his finger and sandals on his feet.  And get the 
fatted calf and kill it, and let us eat and celebrate;  for this son of mine was dead and 
is alive again; he was lost and is found!” And they began to celebrate.  ‘Now his 
elder son was in the field; and when he came and approached the house, he heard 
music and dancing.  He called one of the slaves and asked what was going on.  He 
replied, “Your brother has come, and your father has killed the fatted calf, because 
he has got him back safe and sound.”  Then he became angry and refused to go in.  
His father came out and began to plead with him.  But he answered his father, 
“Listen! For all these years I have been working like a slave for you, and I have 
never disobeyed your command; yet you have never given me even a young goat so 
that I might celebrate with my friends.  But when this son of yours came back, who 
has devoured your property with prostitutes, you killed the fatted calf for him!”   

Then the father said to him, “Son, you are always with me, and all that is mine is 
yours.  But we had to celebrate and rejoice, because this brother of yours was dead 
and has come to life; he was lost and has been found.”’ 

This is the Gospel of the Lord:  Praise be to thee, O Christ.

Silence may follow, during which final preparations are done on the altar.  
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Please kneel/sit for the Intercessions  
Almighty and everliving God, we are taught by your holy apostle to make prayers 
and supplications and to give thanks for all people: we ask you in your mercy to 
accept our alms and oblations and to receive our prayers which we offer to your 
divine majesty. 

We pray that you will lead the nations of the world in the ways of righteousness 
and peace, and guide their rulers in wisdom and justice for the tranquility and 
good of all. Bless especially your servant Elizabeth our Queen, her representatives 
and ministers, her parliaments, and all who exercise authority in this land.  

Grant that they may impartially administer justice, restrain wickedness and vice, 
and uphold integrity and truth. 

We beseech you to inspire continually the universal Church with the spirit of truth, 
unity, and concord; and grant that all who confess your holy name may agree in 
the truth of your holy word, and live in unity and godly love. 

Give grace, heavenly Father, to all bishops and other ministers especially Geoff our 
Archbishop, Denise, Tim and Chris our bishops, that, by their life and doctrine, 
they may set forth your true, life-giving word, and rightly and duly administer 
your holy sacraments.  

And to all your people give your heavenly grace, and especially to this 
congregation here present, that they may receive your word with meek hearts and 
due reverence and serve you in holiness and righteousness all the days of their life. 

We ask you of your goodness, Lord, to comfort and sustain all who in this 
transitory life are in trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any other adversity.

Ghost, all honour and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without end.
