St Peter’s Cathedral resides on the lands of the Kaurna people. We give thanks for their 
ancestors and acknowledge the ongoing right and responsibility of their elders to care for 
this Country.  We are committed to work and pray towards a more just settlement for all 
Indigenous people and pay our respect to First Nations people with us.  
 

St Peter’s Cathedral is a Christ-centred, sacramental, inclusive, thinking, 
mission-oriented faith community. 
 

This year’s Patronal Festival is shaping up to be a great celebration. We are very fortunate 
to have Rachel Mahon with us this weekend. Rachel is Director of Music at Coventry 
Cathedral in the UK. Rachel performed an organ concert on Saturday and is conducting the 
choir at the 10.30am Festal Eucharist today. The preacher is one of our own Canons, 
Stephen Daughtry, who is the Parish Priest at Holy Innocents, Belair. There will be a BBQ 
lunch following the 10.30am service. At 5pm, before the Festal Evensong at 6pm, we are 
launching a display of the new ‘Stations of the Cross’ from St Jude’s, Brighton, that were 
painted by local artist Greg Judd. The ‘Stations’ will be in the Cathedral for a few weeks.  
 

We have much to celebrate this weekend, but let us not lose sight of the real celebration 
behind it all and follow in the footsteps of St Peter in faithful but human service of Jesus 
Christ. May our faith in Jesus and celebration of God’s love be at the very heart of our 
Patronal Festival.

FIRST READING 
A reading from the Acts of the Apostles.          ACTS 12: 1-11 

About that time King Herod laid violent hands upon some who belonged to the church. He 
had James, the brother of John, killed with the sword. After he saw that it pleased the Jews, 
he proceeded to arrest Peter also. (This was during the festival of Unleavened Bread.) 
When he had seized him, he put him in prison and handed him over to four squads of 
soldiers to guard him, intending to bring him out to the people after the Passover. While 
Peter was kept in prison, the church prayed fervently to God for him.  

The very night before Herod was going to bring him out, Peter, bound with two chains, was 
sleeping between two soldiers, while guards in front of the door were keeping watch over 
the prison. Suddenly an angel of the Lord appeared and a light shone in the cell. He tapped 
Peter on the side and woke him, saying, ‘Get up quickly.’ And the chains fell off his wrists. 
The angel said to him, ‘Fasten your belt and put on your sandals.’ He did so. Then he said to 
him, ‘Wrap your cloak around you and follow me.’  



 

Peter went out and followed him; he did not realize that what was happening with the 
angel’s help was real; he thought he was seeing a vision. After they had passed the first and 
the second guard, they came before the iron gate leading into the city. It opened for them 
of its own accord, and they went outside and walked along a lane, when suddenly the angel 
left him. Then Peter came to himself and said, ‘Now I am sure that the Lord has sent his 
angel and rescued me from the hands of Herod and from all that the Jewish people were 
expecting.’

From now 
on there is reserved for me the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous 
judge, will give to me on that day, and not only to me but also to all who have longed for 
his appearing. But the Lord stood by me and gave me strength, so that through me the 
message might be fully proclaimed and all the Gentiles might hear it. So I was rescued from 
the lion’s mouth. The Lord will rescue me from every evil attack and save me for his 
heavenly kingdom.

Jesus said to him, ‘Feed my 
sheep. Very truly, I tell you, when you were younger, you used to fasten your own belt 
and to go wherever you wished. But when you grow old, you will stretch out your 
hands, and someone else will fasten a belt around you and take you where you do not 
wish to go.’ (He said this to indicate the kind of death by which he would glorify God.) 
After this he said to him, ‘Follow me.’ 

Peter turned and saw the disciple whom Jesus loved following them; he was the one 
who had reclined next to Jesus at the supper and had said, ‘Lord, who is it that is going 
to betray you?’ When Peter saw him, he said to Jesus, ‘Lord, what about him?’ Jesus said 
to him, ‘If it is my will that he remain until I come, what is that to you? Follow me!’
